Duke Energy put up a Wind Tower on the property of Jim And Carol’s property without getting a permit.  It was decided by the Planning Commision that the Special Use permit put the tower in compliance.

Public Comment:  Michael Connally, who attended the Planning Commission Meeting, thinks Duke Energy is getting off too easy and should be fined for not following the rules.  Mike Cederholm wants to read the ordinance again before making a decision.  Board tabled the decision until the next Board Meeting.
